The Constitution was amended .  The main issue was whether 
the trustees should continue to have a vote on Mancom.  The 
majority of the members agreed that it should remain as it was 
before. 
 
The treasurer, Clair Harvey discussed the financial  
statements  and it was unanimously agreed that our club is in a 
good, sound financial position. 
 
Austin Daly, Chairman of Lakeview Estates gave  the meeting 
some feedback on the progress of the housing development  
next door.  He has stated that some stands are still vacant and 
urges the members that are interested in investing, to please 
contact him.  The bottom line is that we can expect payment for 
the land by the end of June 2010. 
 
The issue of the amount of visitors at the club was discussed at 
length.  Members feel that the system is being abused with too 
many visitors at the sites for lengthy periods of time.  Some 
visitors come to the club so often they should be forced to become 
members….  
 
A new ticket system  will shortly be instituted to cater for your  
visitors .  A few suggestions have been made and we would like 
your feedback on the ideas that we have: 
 
Each member may purchase a booklet of say 10 tickets @ R35 
each and pay for the booklet in the office.  This can be done once 
off, or as you need your visitor’s tickets.  Each ticket will have your 
(the member’s) name on it.  If you have used up your supply of 
tickets for the year, you may purchase more at the office for a 
higher fee. 



 
This will alleviate the problem of people not paying at the gate.  If 
there is no ticket for the visitor at the gate, they will not be allowed 
to enter.  Visitors from other clubs must produce their club 
membership card and will be allowed to enter if their club has 
reciprocity with LDYC.  
 
If you are expecting a visitor, the onus is on you to make sure that 
John at the gate has a ticket there for your visitor, before they 
arrive.  It will also ensure that the member is present when the 
visitor arrives. John will keep half of the ticket and give the other 
half, with your name on it, to your visitor.  Your visitor must keep 
this ticket handy.  Anyone can ask the visitor for their proof of 
payment.   
 
Should the visitors misbehave, one can immediately be able to 
establish whom they are visiting and the member can then be held 
responsible for the actions of the perpetrator. 
 
Some members have a lot of visitors and others never have 
visitors.  There will be no time limit on the booklet of tickets, so if I 
have not used all my tickets this year, I can use them next year.

Another issue that was put to the vote and agreed to by the 
members is that the club makes a R2 000 administrative fee on 
each site  sold .  This fee is payable by the buyer of the site.  This 
practice is done by most of the clubs in the surrounding areas and 
could bring some much needed funds into the club so that we can 
fix our crumbling break water.   
 
We had a wonderful response from members who brought in their 
booze donations for our fund raising raffles .  Thank you to 
Charlene Edwards who donated two, Johnson Product hampers.  
The wheelbarrow of booze was won by Chris Phillips, who
