The Directors of Sail Africa are pleased to announce
that, with the recent acquisition of our L34, we are
how in a position to offer SAS accredited courses to
adults. The vessel is perfectly set up for training and
carries all the necessary certification and our trainers
fully qualified to carry out the training.

The decision to offer this training was taken in an
attempt to ensure that Sail Africa is sustainable in
the long term. As a registered Non-Profit Organisation
and approved Public Benefit Organisation, our goal of
helping youngsters get into sailing and offering sailing
courses to them at very low cost, whilst maintaining
the required infrastructure and safety standards,
presents us with a unique financial challenge. Club
members, through the club development levy, currently
provide approximately 4% of the income necessary to
cover costs. A significant monthly shortfall is at this
time covered by the Hurter family to whom we are all
extremely indebted.
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With regard to the fact that we are essentially
competing for business with Professional
Yachtmaster Training (PYT) and Offshore Sailing
Academy (OSA), we maintain our policy of wishing to
be an asset to the sailing community in KZN and do
hot wish to be divisive. For this reason we have had
discussions with both businesses.

Colin Schwegman confirms that we continue to enjoy
the full support of PYT and the work that we are doing
for sailing in KZN. Libby Bonnet confirms that OSA
equally maintains their on-going support of Sail Africa.
OSA, formerly Sunsail, made significant financial
contributions to Sail Africa when we were starting out.

Libby confirms that the understanding of cooperation
that existed before the recent passing of Chris Bonnet
is still firmly in place. We would like to place on record
our sincere appreciation to both schools for their
magnanimous support of Sail Africa.

Sail Africa is playing a vitally important role in the
future of sailing in KZN and we would equally like to
thank all of you who continue to support and
contribute to this cause.

Our expectations are that houses will start to appear early
in the New Year.

OPPIE PROVINCIALS NOVICE/JUNIOR
DEVELOPMENT 24" — 25" SEPTEMBER 2011

The weather on the 24 September 2011 started a bit rough
with strong wind and heavy cloud cover threatening rain.
The wind was too strong to start youngsters on the oppies,

experienced enough to sail in the heavy wind. Kei Ackerman
organized a fun sail with Simon Fisher on Sssandscat, a
catamaran.

We started setting up the boats at 13h00 after lunch as the
wind had settled to a more friendly breeze and Stewart
Bremner assisted us to rig the oppies and at the same time
show off his skills and show the other children how it should
be done. Some of the children were nervous to start with
and they were paired off with either adults (those that can
still fit in an oppie) or other children that do know how to salil
being Stewart and Sheena Bremner, Dalton Otto and Amy
Ackerman.

After the initial nerves were settled fun was had by all. They
quickly learned where the wind was coming from and which
way to steer to keep moving. As confidence was gained
pairs set off together in the oppies. Good team work was
created as one child steered and the other coordinated the
main sail and dagger board and then they swopped over.
The day ended at about 15h00 as the weather started
cooling down again but the children were enthusiastic to
give it a try again the next day.

Sunday 25" started a little warmer and with a nice light
breeze, perfect for oppie novices. The children were
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enthusiastically waiting for us to get them started and
needed no encouragement to help rig boats and get them
on the water. Using Trilonium and Red Stripe - tri-maran and
catamaran moored close to shore as markers they had to
sail around them and try out their newly learned skills.

Sheena Bremner proudly showed everyone how it was done
and completed every circuit around the boats with the
others trying to follow her. No boats or children were injured
during this exercise. The children became more confident
and started going out individually.

This created a lot of excitement and encouraged those that
were still a little nervous to try it as well. Kei and | kept an eye
on the kids and offered advice and assistance when
required.

At about 13h30 we started packing up for the day. It was a
nice, difficult task getting the children off the water and out
of the boats as they were having so much fun.

The children helped to de rig the boats and get them
packed away ready to be used for the next event. It was
nice to see the smiles on the children’s faces and also on the
parent’s faces that were at the foreshore supporting their
children and watching them have so much fun. It is always a
pleasure seeing children having fun on the water.

Thank you to Kevin and Karin Rees-Gibbs for bringing their
powerboat to the foreshore offering to do Rescue if the
need arose.

About Vaal Sailing Centre
The Centre is situated at Lake Deneys Yacht Club
(LDYC) in Deneysville, Vaal Dam and is an
approved sailing school with South Africa Sailing
(SAS) and the International Sailing Federation
(ISAF) accreditation.

The Centre is headed up by Austin Daly who has
qualified as an SAS Level 2 Senior Coach and the
school will run courses at various levels and for all
ages, the next courses will commence on 12
November 2011. Sail training is available on
Dinghies, Catamarans and Keelboats for absolute
beginners through to advanced level and graduates of
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each phase will be awarded a SAS certificate
endorsed by ISAF.

Sy The Centre will require
SAS qualified Assistant
Coaches and SAS qualified
Level 1 Coaches, interested
persons should contact
Austin.

Boats are provided, but
trainees will be required to
supply their own buoyancy aids (life jackets) the
Sailing Centre is on the grounds of LDYC and full
clubhouse facilities are available.

Courses will generally be held over weekends but
weekday training can be arranged for school groups
and others who can’t make weekends.

Classes proper will commence in November — see
schedule:

Sail Training Courses
Courses commencing on 12 November 2011
Saturday mornings from 08:00 to 12:00 dinghy
sailing for beginners.
Saturday afternoons from 12:30 to 16:30 level two/
three dinghy & catamaran sailing.
Sundays Mornings 09:00 to 13:00 Keelboat training.
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Each course generally takes 16 hours run over 4
sessions and the cost is 800.00 per person (50.00 per
hour.)
