Durban to Mauritius Durban

"You sail on the Vaal Dam! You guys aren’t real sailors! Not like us coastal boys." We do, thanks to
Alex, have a Cape to Rio trophy in the LDYC clubhouse that always provides a ready retort, but | have
always wanted to get out there and experience it for myself. Not just a short coastal jaunt but also the
real thing, an ocean voyage. So | signed up with Sunsail for the delivery of their yacht Pursuit, a
beautiful Beneteau 440, to Mauritius for the Mauritius to Durban race.

After driving to one side of the harbour to file the "flight plan", driving all the way to the other side of the
harbour for immigration and then driving all the way back around the harbour for customs, Matt, Hazel
(Sunsail instructors) and | set off for Mauritius.

Very briefly my trip went like this :

Day 1. Set sail for Mauritius. Seasickness set in. Tore furling Genoa. Tore hanked-on Genoa.
Snapped main sail in-mast furling line.

Day 2: Still sick
Day 3: Sickness gone. SW of Madagascar. Lovely sunny day, light winds and flat seas. Around 8
p.m., in light winds, the boom broke in half. Decided to return to Durban.

Day 4: Heavy winds, getting pushed south decided to aim for Port Elizabeth instead.
Day 5: Lighter winds. Changed course back to Durban.

Day 6: Wind picked up. Durban looks doubtful again.

Day 7: Heavy winds (55 knots). Made it into Durban harbour at around 9 p.m.

I am not going to go into the details of actually sailing a yacht on the open ocean. There are many fine
books and articles on this subject (Judging from Matt® skill at handling the yacht in rough conditions he
must have read them all and maybe written a few) and | do not consider myself to be even vaguely
gualified to give advice on the subject. What | want to do is to give the guys who have never been out
there some comparisons between inland sailing and ocean sailing.

| asked a stand-up comic how he broke the ice with a tough audience. He told me "I always start with
toilet humour. Every one has to go and every one seems to find it amusing.”

When you got to go

Is it a shark? Is it a whale? No!!! It's the infamous aquaturd! There seems to be a couple of accepted
methods. The "off the back of the boat" method, the "bucket and chuck-it method" and, if installed, the
heads. | found that trying to maintain ones balance while arranging clothing, etc. was too much like hard
work (in addition to which we did have a lady on board) and preferred to use the heads. Gentlemen are
required to remain seated throughout the performance. Don't forget to ensure that the valve is left in the
correct position after flushing.

Bathing

In one of the yachts logs they refer to some of the younger crewmembers as SST® or Small Smelly
Things. Pursuit is equipped with hot and cold running showers. Due to fresh water constraints however,
these may only be used when in harbour. She was however equipped with latest in bathing technology
namely the Bucket Mark IV. Bathing with the Bucket Mark IV is limited to good weather conditions.
Don't forget to attach the Bucket Mark IV to the boat prior to dropping it in the ocean. | managed only
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one bath during the 7 1/2 days at sea. The rest of the time | was limited to brushing of teeth and a quick
rinse of essential parts. | guess all being in same boat (pardon the cliché) the body odour was not that
noticeable, or they were too polite to comment. Sharron did insist though on driving with the windows
open when she collected me from the airport.

Time keeping

If you want to have a good time you have to have a good watch. Not wanting to damage my watch |
purchased a cheap Chinese import with an alarm, stop watch and illuminated digital display. The watch
came complete with the usual incomprehensible, directly translated, instructions, one of which stated
very clearly "Do not use rudely underwater”. | am intrigued but have yet to have the opportunity.

Clothing

Acceptable attire for sailing on the dam is shorts and a T-shirt (Optional). We had about half a day
where shorts and t-shirts would have done the trick. For night watches full gear was essential. Libby
had insisted that | purchase a good pair of sailing boots. She said | would thank her later. So here, in
public, "Thank you Libby". Even though this was Indian Ocean sailing it still got very cold at night,
especially in rougher weather where you were constantly being soaked.

Cooking

If you are concerned about missing your aerobic classes, just volunteer to do the cooking. Meals are
determined by the weather. The rougher the weather the sparser the meal. | quickly learned not to
volunteer my limited cooking skills while on a port tack. This involved standing at a 45 degree angle,
hanging onto the galley rail with one hand and trying to peel potatoes with the other. | also wondered
about the wisdom of holding a sharp object while being thrown around.

Fortunately Hazel was an excellent cook and seemed to enjoy the task. One of my most memorable
meals was the curry that | never had. | had gotten over my seasickness and was on watch while Hazel
was preparing supper. After not managing to keep anything down for two days, the smell of the curry
wafting up from the galley was heaven. Being unsure of how my stomach would react to the meal |
decided to eat on deck. | popped down to fetch my meal. On the way up the stairs we were hit by an
unexpected wave, which sent me and my curry crashing to the galley floor. | don’t think | have ever been
so sad to see a meal wasted. Hazel kindly made me a replacement meal of plain noodles, which she
passed up to me on deck. | asked her pass me up some salt. The sea mistakenly though | was talking
to it and obliged by sending a wave crashing into the cockpit, soaking my noodles in salt water. They
still tasted great.

Seal/Land Legs

What shall we do with the drunken sailor? | never managed to really get my sea legs. Matt on the other
hand moved around the boat like he was glued to the deck. 1@ sure he had suction cups attached to his
soles. | took small comfort in watching Hazel move from hand hold to hand hold. After the curry
incident Matt made a few comments about me not going forward of the spray dodger although | was
send forward to pack sails.

What | did find surprising was the length of time it took for me to feel comfortable on land again. The
best way | can describe stepping ashore was going from being dead sober to stagger drunk within the
space of one step. The walk along the jetty to the showers required immense concentration. Standing in
the shower could only be achieved by holding onto the shower wall. Climbing back on board required
about a minute of aiming before taking the small step.

Waves

"Excuse me sir, but why is a mile at sea longer than a mile on land?" "Well son, that's because you
have to go up and down over the waves." | did a rough calculation. We would have been up and down
about 200,000 waves or swells in the time we were out there. | have seen waves up to about two meters
high and heard stories of four meter high waves on the Vaal. (Those who doubt this should ask Mark
Ward about the time his rubber duck folded in half while on rescue duty for the Laser nationals.)



| initially found it very difficult to follow the compass heading and the wind while being pushed around by
the sea. Eventually you get into a kind of a rhythm. This wave pushes you one way, make small
adjustment to course, the next wave pushed you further over but don®adjust because the next wave
pushes you back. Of course, every now and then the sea would throw you a curve ball and the rhythm
would change or a breaking wave would throw you around.

Surfing

One thing you can®do on the Vaal dam is go surfing. | have to say that until you have experienced
the excitement of surfing a 44Gyacht down a wave you haven®really sailed. We had about half a day
of ideal surfing conditions. After two hours at the helm my arms were dead and my leeward leg felt like
putty. If | had been fitter | would not have relinquished the helm to Hazel. Matt won the speed section
of the surfing competition with 13 knots but did wander a bit off course.

Repairs at sea

Fixing a yacht on the dam is easy. A quick call to Dick, a bit of time, part with some money and the
problem is solved. At sea there is no such easy solution. All repairs need to be done by the crew
themselves with the limited resources at hand. | don®think that this really hit me until the boom broke.
The closest harbour was Durban and that was three to four days sailing away. Matt managed to jury
rig a quarter sail on what was left of the boom and effect a half repair to the furling Genoa which gave
it an area around the size of a jib. | would hate to think what it would have been like if we had been
unable to make those repairs. | really would not have enjoyed limping all the way back to Durban on
the storm jib. Pursuit is lovingly and meticulously maintained. The damage we sustained to the rigging
and the boom was due to the challenging (Chris©words) conditions. No amount of preparation and
checking can replace a good basic knowledge of yacht repair.

Our decision to turn back was not just based on the broken boom. Having torn our headsails and
damaged the main sail furling mechanism we were running out of ammunition to counter what the
seas could throw at us. In the end safety considerations had to prevail.

Having run out of time | decided it was best to return home and watch their progress on the Internet.
