In order to stimulate a better turnout during our Club Series a few ideas have been toyed with, such as 
incorporating a LDYC Club Race with the Middle of the Dam Series.  Following numerous debates it has 
been decided that this will not work as the Middle of the Dam Series results will be affected by our Club 
Races and vice versa.  Another suggestion is to hold one Club Race on a Saturday afternoon prior to the 
Middle of the Dam Series or, alternatively, a Saturday afternoon and Sunday morning will comprise, for 
argument’s sake, Autumn One and Autumn Two of the Series (compressing two races of a series into one 
weekend).  An idea still needs to be formulated and any suggestions are welcome. 

During the remaining summer months, and hopefully into the winter and beyond, we will be organising 
Junior Sailing Training down on the foreshore over convenient weekends. We have placed on the notice 
board a list of any juniors who might be interested in attending these training sessions in order that we 
may communicate the dates to them. Our first Junior Sailing Training Session will take place on Saturday 
25and Sunday 26 February, which incorporated the Twilight Series as advertised.   

Coaching will be done by ex - oppie circuit sailors and other qualified coaches, so there is lots of talent  

Any juniors who do not have boats are welcome to make use of the club boats, but these have to be signed 
out with Roland the Club Manager and, on completion of the training, signed back in the same condition 
that they were received. 

 Still on junior sailing the Club has just recently acquired three new junior boats and our fleet now 
consists of four Optimists, one 09er, one GP14, one Tiger Cub and a lost Hobie 14.  If anybody knows the 
whereabouts of our Hobie 14, would you kindly contact me?   

On-going maintenance on the LDYC working boats is still in progress.  The mooring craft has had its 
yearly maintenance completed by the staff members and both the bridge boat and Speedbird are newly 
decorated in our corporate colours, which remind some of the older members of the Gunston 500, Holden 
Manaro GT era.  We have also installed a bimini on the bridge boat, which will offer shade to the Bridge 
Team while running the races.  We now need one for Speedbird and our new mark layer. 

There has been a lot of discussion about the new pipeline to be installed shortly and so I thought this 
article that I read might be of interest.”  The 116 kilometre Vaal River Eastern Subsystem Augmentation 
Project, known as the Vaal River Pipeline Project, will transfer 160 million cubic metres of water a year 
through to a distribution structure in Knoppiesfontein, and is expected to be completed by the third 
quarter of 2007.  The Project is designed to support the growing needs of SASOL and ISCOR in 
Mpumalanga, through the transfer of water through the Vaal River System to Knoppiesfontein near 
Secunda.”  

Converting this into cumecs, which are cubic metres per second, it equates to approximately 5 cumecs, 
and I understand that we receive approximately 20 cumecs constant flow from the Highlands Water 
Scheme. But now that the Dam is full we hopefully wont be affected for a while. 

We are currently manufacturing a new type of floating jetty and floating breakwater and the first section 
will be tested shortly. If successful and I’m sure it will be the next step will be more walk on’s.  

Thanks to Arnold Spies and Frams Footwear for sponsoring two new tog bags for the bridge boat and 
mark layers equipment.  Arnold has also, in his capacity as a licensed radio operator, installed extension 
aerials for the hand-held VHF radios on the bridge boat and Speedbird, which has improved 
communication tremendously.

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Single Handed Round the Island by Riostadt

On Sunday Jan 1st, 18 boats made it to the start line to compete in the annual Single Handed Round 
the Island race. Of these 18 boats, 7 were Stadt 23’s. These were, Staggerlee, Riostadt, Symstadt, 
Upstadt, Statistic, Running on Empty and Flash Point. 
The race started a little late as there were a few boats still heading towards the start line at 9am, so 
the bridge waited for them and also sent the mark layer to give a hand to a Hunter, battling to get to 
the line. I believe another 4 boats joined the race a little after the start. 
As this was my first time I have sailed my boat single handed, I was surprised to see how tightly the 
favoured spot of the start line was contested, so much for giving a little due to being single-handed. 
This shows the high standard of racing on the dam. The wind was blowing, if you could call what it 
was doing blowing, a mere 2-3 knots. 
We were off: across the line Upstadt 1st followed by Riostadt and the rest of the fleet. The favoured 
end of the line was the committee boat, so the majority of the fleet were closely jostling for clear 
wind, whilst Upstadt and Riostadt were a little down the line in clear air, heading off for the island, 
as the gun went. 
Upstadt took off like a fire engine on its way to a fire and all we saw was her transom getting smaller 
in the distance, followed closely by Riostadt, the Dart and the Hobie. 
The fleet slowly spread across the dam as they cleared their air, with Upstadt still leading the fleet by 
a mile. Staggerlee, Symstadt and the others were looking good with Running on Empty looking very 
challenging to Staggerlee, on the favoured side of the course. 
After quite some time we made it to Beacon Island, Upstadt had lost some of her lead with Riostadt 
and Stadtistic, beating neck and neck closely behind, looking to taking Upstadt at Beacon Island. 
Staggerlee and Running on Empty had kept a high course to the East making us look like we had 
taken the wrong line. The rest of the fleet seemed like they were looking for a parking  
Upstadt held her lead and headed for the Dam Wall side of the dam whilst Riostadt tacked up 
followed a short while later by Statistic, towards the east. Riostadt and Stadtistic almost looked like 
they were match racing up to the Island whilst Staggerlee and Running on Empty were calmly 
holding a steady course for the Island, tacking a few times when necessary. We were worried about 
the shallow water at Mistral Point (I think) and kept lower than Staggerlee and Running on Empty, 
hoping they would have to reach off to avoid running aground, giving us a advantage. This never 
happened. 
Luckily Staggerlee and Running on Empty were low enough to clear the shallow waters and headed 
directly for the Island. By this time Stadtistic and Riostadt were the closest to the Island and were 
making slow but steady headway, whilst Staggerlee runs into a hole and stopped moving completely. 
After a while Staggerlee retired and motored back to DAC, shortly followed by Upstadt on the other 
side of the Dam, who was also going nowhere fast.  
Now Stadtistic and Riostadt were still jostling for the lead to the Island while Running on Empty 
was closing the Gap. Riostadt was the first to launch her bag, which worked very well as Stadtistic 
followed suit. About 200m from the position we thought the mark should be, I saw the mark about 
300m to the south of the Island. I am not sure what went through the other boats minds but I though 
that the mark had drifted southwards as we were at least 600mm from the island at the mark. We had 
to drop our Bags and beat up to the mark. Running on Empty used this to her advantage and altered 
her course enough to hold her Spinnaker all the way to the mark, followed closely by a Hunter. 
About 100m to the mark, Stadtistic and Riostadt were able to launch their bags again, to do a tight 
reach to the mark. Now a few boats trying to get to the mark first surrounded us. Again I was 
surprised to see how the helmsmen were not going to give an inch if not necessary to get round  
the mark first. It was Stadtistic, Riostadt, Kamikaze Express, the Hunter, Dart and the Hobie all 
vying for the mark within meters of each other.

This was going to be interesting. The 3 Stadts all had their bags up and needed to Gybe around the 
mark whilst the others did not. I though this would be a total catastrophe as we had very little room 
to manoeuvre. At about 20m to the mark I decided to Gybe my bag early before the mark so that I 
could merely harden up around the mark. This worked well allowing me to pull ahead slightly giving 
me the lead of a boat length after the mark. 
Now with this lead I knew I could hold them off and make a good reach to the northern end of the 
Island.  
So much for that, I hit the ground with my Keel. I called across to Stadtstic, informing him that we 
had a problem and needed to bear off, which would mean I would have to force him to alter course. 
Before he could even reply, 4 of us, Riostadt, Stadtistic, Kamikaze Express and the Hunter, had all 
run aground and were going nowhere. The trailing fleet saw this and altered course to avoid us and 
the shallow water and “Sped off”  leaving us wallowing “On the Putty” . 
Now we were in a predicament. Single-handed and run aground. All 4 of us stripped off our shirts 
and jumped overboard to try and push ourselves off. After more than 15 minutes of getting nowhere 
except further in shallower water, Kamikaze express got free and continued racing, lucky for her 
shorter keel. Stadtistic, Riostadt and the Hunter were still battling to free us when Stadtistic and 
Riostadt joined forces to help each other out. After a while we decided that the big guns were 
necessary and started our motors to help ourselves off. This obviously put us out of the race.  
After Stadtistic got free and I was still stuck, a motor boat came passed and kept asking if they could 
help us, as I kept shouting yes, whilst nodding furiously. They did not stop and went on by. I am not 
sure what their plan was as they left us there.  
Stadtistic eventually cam free first and then circled to throw me a line to help pull me off the putty. 
This worked quite easily and we were free. I looked back to the Hunter to see if we could still help 
him and saw that he was being helped by the same motor boat that went passed us. 
So, the fleet has all but passed us and we were now out of the race. Only Running on Empty of the 
Stadts had made it passed us and continued to race. 
Riostadt and Stadtistic headed for home and passed Symstadt who also retired and headed for home 
as well. 
I am not sure if anyone completed the race, so if Running on Empty can complete the story, that 
would be good.

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 “ NOT JUST A PRETTY FACE!”           True Story. 
 
Mary Brown, the sixteen-year-old daughter of and English-born family, married Joshua Patten, a young 
clipper ship captain from Rockland, Maine on 1 April 1853. 
 
Shortly after their marriage, her 26 yr old husband was given command of one of the fastest clipper chips 
afloat, “Neptune’s Car, and took Mary along on his first trip, which began at the port of New York on a hot 
July day in 1856. 
Trouble brewed early on in the voyage, the first mate proved so unruly that he had to be put in irons for 
disregarding orders, demoralising the crew and using every opportunity to delay the ship. 
 
Captain Patten, having discharged his first officer, took over the man’s duties himself, not delegating them to 
another officer. As a result, when “Neptune’s Car”  swept around the southernmost tip of South America, 
Captain Patten was up day and night guiding his ship through the treacherous waters off Cape Horn. but 
before the ship pulled away from the terrible storms there, Captain Patten, completely exhausted, staggered 
to his cabin, telling his wife, Mary that his head ached abominably and that he felt feverish. 
He began to suffer alternating spells of blindness and deafness with periods of complete insensibility. 
He was clearly dangerously ill. 
 
Mary told the first mate that she had decided to take over command of the ship during her husband’s illness. 
His answer was a challenge to the crew not to take orders from a woman, but she called them together and 
announced that she could plot the proper course and navigate the vessel safely into San Francisco. 
The seamen agreed unanimously to support her attempt to do something no woman had ever done before, 
sail a spar-heavy clipper ship out of treacherous, storm-tossed waters off Cape Horn. 
 
Mary Patten now took observations, worked out the reckoning by chronometer time, laid the ship’s courses 
and performed most of the other duties of a ship’s captain. Meanwhile snow squalls and violent winds 
buffeted the ship. The gales became a deafening roar, blowing hills of icy water before them. In this awful 
struggle to outwit the elements, Mary was so busy plotting the course of the ship and caring for her husband, 
that for 50 nights she did not undress, nor did she get very much sleep. 
 
By the time the ship had come nearly up to the latitude of Valparaiso, Captain Patten had partially recovered 
from his fever and allowed the first mate to resume limited duties. But, when it was discovered that he was 
steering the ship off course and making for Valparaiso, Patten gave orders that under no circumstances was 
his ship to be taken into any port but San Francisco. Soon after, he had a relapse and for 25 days before the 
vessel reached port, he was totally blind again. All during this time Mary Patten had yet another burden: she 
discovered she was pregnant and expecting her first child the following March. 
 
In one fine spurt, however, the clipper logged over 300 miles in one day but with San Francisco less than a 
week’s run away, she ran out of winds – a cruel piece of luck. Mary Patten endured this agony with 
desperate patience. For then days the clipper lagged off San Francisco, her sails limp under the merciless 
heat of the sun. When finally a light breeze enabled her to make port, Mrs Patten noted in her log that the trip 
had taken 136 days. 
 
Because of the captain’s critical condition, the Pattens stayed in a New York hotel for two weeks before 
proceeding to Boston their home. Both in New York and in Boston, however, reporters besieged Mary. Her 
exploits were lauded in the press and leaders of the feminist movement in Boston made the most of her 
heroism. She was urged not only to join the movement but also to make personal appearances on behalf of 
women’s rights. 
 
On 10th March 1857, she went into hospital and gave birth to her son, Joshua Adams Patten. After months of 
suffering, her husband died in Somerville, Massachusetts Hospital on 25th July 1857. A fund of $1,400 was 
raised to tide Mary Patten and her small baby over the months following her husband’s death. 
Sadly, she never fully recovered from the long ordeal at sea. Worn out, she died before her child was four 
years old, and was buried beside her husband in Woodlawn Cemetery, Everett, and Massachusetts. 
A true story taken from the book “ Sailings Strangest Moments”  by John Harding.

 The AGM will soon be upon us – who is stepping down, who has aspirations, who wants 
to see his pennant ‘beside the lake, beneath the trees, fluttering and dancing in the breeze?  
(ask. William Wordsworth). Well, come April, all will be revealed, and those who threatened to 
resign? Their agendas remain obscure. 
 There is a sign on the ablution block’s door about misbehaviour and the possible 
consequences. Your committee was rather lenient recently and now we get mud all over the 
carpet in the ladies’ loos, breaking club kit, etc. It is time to get the Big Brother & Survivor teams 
so that the guilty parties can be arraigned and voted upon: “You are the 47th person to be voted 
off.
