CONSTITUTION OF THE FORMULA ONE (SA) CLASS ASSOCIATION (25/03/1999)

1. 
Constitution
This is the constitution of the Formula One (SA) Class Association hereinafter referred to as "the Association".

2. 
Address
The address of the Association shall be determined by the Executive Committee from time to time.

3. 
Objects

The objects of the Association are:

3.1 To promote interest in the activities of the Formula One yacht in all aspects of sailing in the Republic of South Africa.

3.2 To arrange, organise and participate in races and other activities related to yachting.

3.3 To ensure the uniformity of the class in accordance with the measurement and other rules of the Association.

3.4 To keep proper records of all Formula One yachts and member of the Association.

3.5 To endeavor to establish and maintain contact with associations representing the Formula One class in other countries.

4.
Emblem

The emblem of the Association shall be the Formula One logo

5. 
Membership 

Membership of the Association will be open to:


5.1
Ordinary members:
Ordinary membership shall be open to any person who owns, as a sole owner or joint owner, a Formula One yacht. In the event of joint ownership, each owner shall be entitled to become a member of the Association, but the joint owners together shall only have one (1) vote.


5.2
Associate Members
Associate membership shall be open to any person who, in the opinion of the committee, is sufficiently interested in or active upon Formula One yachts so as to justify his or her membership. Associate members may attend meetings of the Association but will not have voting rights.


5.3
Honorary Life Members
Honorary life membership shall be open to any person who, in the opinion of the committee, has rendered outstanding and exceptional service to the cause of the Association in particular, or to yachting in general. Honorary life members may attend meetings of the Association but will not have voting rights unless he is an active sailing Formula One member.

All applicants for membership of the Association shall complete the Association’s membership application form and shall agree to be bound by the Constitution of the Association, the Class rules  and by decisions of general meetings and executive committee meetings of the Association.

A member shall not be entitled to participate in any official class events or vote unless his or her Association membership fees for that year have been paid in full at the date of commencement of the event or meeting. 
6. 
Executive Committee
6.1 
There shall be an Executive Committee of the Association hereinafter referred to as the "Committee'

6.2 
The Committee will consist of a minimum of 3 members, a Chairman, Vice‑Chairman and Secretary/Treasurer. Committee members will be proposed and seconded by members of the Association and elected by a majority vote of members present at the Annual General Meeting. They shall bear office for one year but shall be eligible for re‑election at the next Annual General Meeting.

6.3 
The Committee shall be entitled to co‑opt any person, who need not be a member of the Association, onto the Committee to assist in the work of the Committee. Any person so co-opted, who is not a member of the Association, will not have any voting rights at meetings of the Committee.       

6.4 
The Committee shall meet as often as is necessary to attend to the affairs of the Association in accordance with its objectives.

6.5 
A quorum for an Executive Committee Meeting will be three (3) and decisions will be taken by majority vote.

7. 
Annual General Meeting
7.1 An Annual General Meeting of the Association shall be held each calendar year at a venue, date and time to be determined by the Committee

7.2 Twenty one (21) days notice of such meeting shall be given in writing to each member of the Association at his or her last known address.

7.3 Notice of all items for inclusion on the Agenda for the Annual General Meeting must be received by the Committee at least two (2) weeks prior to the date of the meeting.

7.4 Membership fees shall be decided at the AGM.

8 
Special General Meetings
8.1 A special general meeting may be called either by the Committee or by a requisition submitted by not less than four (4) members of the Association.

8.2 Notice of a special general meeting together with the Agenda for the meeting shall be given in writing at least 21 days before the date of the meeting to each member of the Association at his or her last known address.

8.3 Only those items listed on the Agenda may be discussed at the special general meeting.

8.4 At least 3 of the requisitioning members must be present at a special general meeting.

9. 
Quorum
9.1 The quorum for an annual or special general meeting will be seven (7) members.

9.2 Voting rights may be exercised personally, by proxy or in writing delivered to the secretary of the Association no later than 6 p.m. on the day preceding the date of the meeting.

10.
Chairman
At all meetings, whether annual, special or of the Committee, the Chairman, or failing him the Vice‑Chairman, shall act as chairman of the meeting. In the absence of the Chairman and Vice‑Chairman, the meeting shall elect a chairman. The chairman of the meeting shall be entitled to exercise a casting vote as well as a deliberative vote.

11. 
Amendment of the Constitution or Class Rules
An amendment of the Constitution or the Class Rules shall only be considered at an annual or special general meeting and shall require a two-thirds majority of those present, either in person or by proxy, or who have submitted postal votes.

12. 
Funds
12.1 Membership fees payable by ordinary and associate members shall be determined annually by the Annual General meeting.

12.2 The Committee shall cause proper books of account to be kept. All monies received by the Association shall be deposited as soon as practicable in an account in the name of the Association with a financial institution chosen by the Committee. All cheques and other negotiable instruments shall be signed on behalf of the Association by two (2) signatories nominated by the Committee from time to time.

12.3 The Treasurer shall present a report on the Association's financial position at each Annual General meeting.

13.
Rules
13.1 Amendment of Class Rules shall be effected only in terms of Clause 11. 

13.2 Any amendment shall take into account the importance of the compliance of such rules with international practice. 

The Committee shall act at all times in compliance with the rules of The Sailing Association of South Africa (SAS) and the rules of the International Yacht Racing Union (IYRU). 

No yacht shall be entered in a Formula One Provincial or National Regatta unless the owner or helmsman is a member in good standing of the Association. 

14. 
Suspension of Members
14.1 A member who has not paid membership fees within three (3) months after they become due shall be suspended from the rights and privileges of membership of the Association for as long as such fees remain unpaid. Failure to pay the fees within a further three (3) month period shall, after written notice, render the member liable to termination of his or her membership.

14.2 The Committee may suspend membership of any member who acts in a manner contrary to the best interests of the Association or which could bring the good name of the Association into disrepute.

14.3 The Committee shall notify members of the Association of any suspension and any member suspended shall have the right of appeal to a general meeting of the Association. Failure of a suspended member to appeal to a general meeting within three (3) months from the date of suspension shall entitle the Committee to terminate the member's membership.

15. 
Expulsion and Termination of Membership
15.1 
A member may be expelled from the Association for

15.1.1 failure to comply with the Constitution or the Class Rules;

15.1.2 failure to pay any membership fees or any other amount levied from time to time on due date;

15.2 
A member may be expelled for any other cause where two thirds of the members of the Association present in person or by proxy at a general meeting called for the purpose, vote unanimously in favour thereof.

16. 
Dissolution
The Association may be dissolved at any time at a Special General meeting called for such purpose, provided that any resolution for dissolution of the Association shall require a two‑thirds majority of those members present, in person or by proxy, or who have submitted postal votes. Any assets of the Association at the date of dissolution shall be disposed of in such manner as is determined by the meeting.
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
